We 
toasted last year’s winner, Copenhagen  
(and by extension, Denmark), at numerous 
events over the last year – including our 
Design Awards dinner, catered by Danish 
chef Bo Lindegaard, and cocktails at New 
York’s 11 Howard hotel, designed by Space 
Copenhagen. More recently, we orchestrated 
the Wallpaper* Hyge Christmas Market  
at London’s King’s Cross, with the support 
of Copenhagen-based architects 3xn and the

              he Rock House doesn’t give much away to the 
visitor. A compact, one-bedroom retreat, it lies tucked 
into a hillside site in a remote spot west of Calgary. 
Approached from the rear, all one sees is a slender 
entrance door cut into a concrete wall. Yet once inside, 
the sheer drama of the landscape is unveiled, with 
loor-to-ceiling windows showing a panoramic sweep  
of prairie and woodland reaching all the way to the 
horizon, split from the sky by the jaged white peaks  
of the distant Rockies. 

The house was designed by James Cutler of Cutler 
Anderson Architects, a studio that specialises in 
discreet but dramatic and, above all, slow-burning 
residential architecture. ‘We only do buildings that are 
very carefully itted into landscapes,’ says Cutler,  
whose approach splices craft with respect for the world 
outside and an embrace of new materials. The architect 
still draws details freehand and won’t design anything 
he can’t build himself. ‘Houses are dreams. People  
hire me to create a stage set for the drama of their  
lives,’ he says. ‘I have to make an emotionally powerful 
connection with the landscape.’

The Rock House provides the dream modernist 
experience, bringing the outside in while staying safely 
ensconced behind thickly insulated glass. Insulation  
is a necessity out here. A few miles north of the  
Trans-Canada Highway, between Calgary and Banf, 
the land is rolling prairie. The only occupants are 
widely scattered farms, remote private plots and 
reservations, as well as elk, bison, eagles and wolves. 
Winter is hard and lasts many months, during which 
time many tracks and cabins are almost inaccessible. 
For Cutler, the landscape was a major component  
of the design. ‘Our clients understand that we’re going 
to do things really carefully,’ he says. ‘I don’t send  
a surveyor out – I personally engage in the landscape 
with a tape measure. We looked at 15 potential sites  
for a house on this land. I walked the whole property 
and I thought it was the best spot.’

The cabin nestles alongside a rare outcrop of  
lichen-covered rock, creating a natural break in the 
treeline where the land gives way to a sharp dip and  
a long, open view. The design is like a ship’s prow,  
a glassy point that rises up from the cut in the rocks 
and oversails the landscape. The structure is simplicity 
itself, with a central steel I-beam lifted up on slender 
steel columns, above which loats a wood-framed  
roof. Every façade is glazed and the careful cut  
into the rock means the house literally abuts nature, 
ofering up a miniature landscape of time-worn  
rock in the foreground, the epic vastness of Alberta  
in the background. ‘We can’t give this view away,’  
says Cutler, ‘so we came up behind the building and  
it reveals itself as you enter the house. The bigest  
tool that architects have is the power of contrast.’ 

There are more houses in this remote spot than  
one realises, such are the size of the plots, but this 
particular view is remarkably unbroken by lights and 
roads. However, the Rock House will soon be joined  
by several more equally spectacular structures. Cutler 
Anderson has another scheme ready to go, as does 
Olson Kundig, while Saunders Architecture will  
break ground on two houses once the ground thaws  
in the spring. ∂ cutler-anderson.com

A new show celebrates the career of Mario Bellini

Mario Bellini’s long and distinguished career spans  
design brands and counter-trends. As a designer who 
grew up in the austerity of post-war Italy, then began 
his career at the height of Pop and the Italian industrial 
boom, Bellini would be forgiven for an unrooted 
eclecticism. Yet what deines his work (still in progress) 
is a commitment to a sense of place and a sense of 
beauty, but bound up with a functional rigour that 
transcends shifts in the way we interact with places and 
things. As his ‘Italian Beauty’ exhibition opens at the » 
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Milan Triennale, it’s perhaps time to take stock  
and celebrate a lifetime in design. 

This is not a retrospective, according to Bellini,  
but a ‘prospective’, and the 1,200 sq m show takes you 
through a career spanning six decades. The space  
is a stage for Bellini’s many and varied products, from 
chairs to typewriters to lamps, with seating areas placed 
before vast screens to give an impressive, immersive 
insight into a suite of his studio’s best-known buildings. 

Bellini can lay claim to being one of the progenitors 
of modern technological style, together with other 
precursors like Dieter Rams and Jacob Jensen. During 
his long and fruitful collaboration with Olivetti, he 
reshaped the oice landscape into a playful, colourful 
space that banished the tans and greys of the dominant 
IBM approach. And where Rams brought a Northern 
European austerity to consumer design, Bellini has 
always headed in a more humanist, playful direction. 

‘Italian Beauty’ begins with a vast cabinet of 
curiosities containing objects and memorabilia that 
have inspired Bellini, including pieces by Gio Ponti and 
Issey Miyake – historical fragments of memory, art and 
literature. ‘I’ve designed furniture, objects, machines, 
buildings,’ Bellini says. ‘So to design an exhibition about 
myself is to go back to something I did at the very start 
of my career. But it’s also more special and challenging.’ 

Bellini was born in 1935. Exceptionally talented  
at sketching from a young age, thanks to the 
encouragement of a grandfather, he spent ive years 
studying at Milan’s polytechnic, graduating in 1959  
and beginning his career as primarily an exhibition  
and product designer. In Olivetti, he found a client  
that shared his love of detail. In Bellini, Olivetti  
found a designer who could simplify its increasingly 
complex wares and give them a seductive yet friendly 
appearance. Their collaborations included the 
legendary ‘Programma 101’ of 1964, an impressive

calculating machine that many consider to be the  
irst desktop computer.

The Olivetti partnership made Bellini a major  
force in industrial design, whose works were collected  
by MoMA and who was eagerly sought by other clients, 
such as Cassina (for whom he designed showrooms), 
Vitra and B&B Italia. His guiding principle is to 
combine functionality with inesse – or ‘dreaming and 
doing’, as he describes what he learnt in his student 
days. ‘You have to be talented to answer needs and yet 
end up with beauty,’ he says. ‘Needs, functions, 
materials, costs and rules all have to come together.  
But beauty also comes too. To create a simple object 
you need grace and poetic beauty.’ 

Throughout his career, Bellini has always looked 
further aield, drawing inspiration from other cultures 
and approaches, including the design communities  
in Japan and Northern Europe. He has also had a long 
and favourable relationship with the US, a country  
he explored in a 1972 road trip after his participation  
in a MoMA exhibition on the Italian design scene  
(see W*199). In the late 1980s, Bellini was a pioneering 
editor of Domus at a time of a great renaissance in 
Italian product design and architecture, and his proile 
was buoyed by a 1987 MoMA retrospective. 

His career has also spanned social and technological 
change, but he has never lost sight of the emotional 
component of design. ‘Whenever we design something 
we look for beauty – it’s a very delicate thing that 
connects you to the world through your senses. Beauty 
is a way of communicating meaning – something  
that connects with you and moves you.’ Bellini is now 
an elder statesman of modern design, but his work 
continues to surprise and delight. ∂

This year’s pick of the outdoor crop, shot in  
Terry Farrell and Nicholas Grimshaw’s late-1970s 
Wesley Square gardens in London, proves good  
design can survive wind and rain (not to mention  
a bit of fog).

A visit to Tom Sachs’ Lower Manhattan 
studio is akin to entering one of his bricolage 
installations. Everywhere there is evidence of 
his enthusiasms, with towers of tools and raw 

materials and even stacks of trainers. Sachs 
has become known for his often humorous 

handmade remodelling of contemporary 
icons. Examples include his various NASA 
space missions, recreating everything from 

landing modules to space rovers and astronaut 
suits in meticulous but imperfect detail, and 

with novel additions too – one of his lunar 
modules included a vodka bar. Last year, 

Sachs notes, was one of the ‘bigest years the 
studio has ever had’, and in 2017 he wants to 

‘focus on making the studio safer but also 
more conducive to making sculpture’. Safety, 

he says, starts with replacing his 25-year-old 
Powermatic table saw with a SawStop one. 

This is no small matter for an industrial 
design hobbyist, as Sachs describes himself. 

‘Design is a diicult word in that it means 
everything and nothing,’ he says. ‘Innovation 

is an addiction and just because you can,  
you shouldn’t.’ His voting card for the 

Wallpaper* Design Awards 2017 was scribbled 
with notes. The ‘Supersonic’ hairdryer by 

Dyson and the ‘PF1000U’ projector by LG 
really caught his eye. ‘The Dyson lived up to 

my hero-worship bias. It did not let me down,’ 
says Sachs. ‘This is a man that is dedicated to 

wind, and things that blow and things that 
suck. This little hairdryer is very light  
and very powerful for how quiet it is.’  

He continues: ‘The reason I like the LG 
projector is the idea is really cool. [Projectors] 
are just never bright enough. I’d like someone 

to come to my house and install blackout 
curtains in my living room, because that’s 

what I would really need.’ ∂ Marina Cashdan

‘After London, Lisbon is my favourite city  
in the world,’ says British architect Amanda 
Levete. She has played a big part in ensuring 
Lisbon is crowned this year’s Best City. In 
October, her Museum of Art, Architecture 
and Technology opened on the banks of the 
Tagus river, an elegantly curvaceous 38,000 
sq m addition to the city’s waterfront. 

Look closely and there’s a bit of Lisbon  
in her living room, with subtle details such 
as a ireplace that appears like a slit along 
one wall. It’s a reference to the artist Lucio 
Fontana, but it’s hard not to see how its 
curvy form is echoed in her latest building. 

For Designer of the Year, Levete selected 
Jasper Morrison. ‘His work is about 
celebrating the everyday, not grandiose 
gestures. Every move, every connection,  
is so thoughtful,’ she says. ‘Everything he 
designs functions beautifully… Jasper 
doesn’t know the meaning of “overdesign”.’

This year will see the realisation of one  
of Levete’s dream projects: a new entrance, 
courtyard and underground gallery at the 
Victoria and Albert Museum in London. 
‘I’ve dreamt of working on a major public 
and cultural project ever since I started as  
an architect, and it doesn’t get much better 
than this,’ she says. ∂ Emma O’Kelly

Southern Poland’s picturesque, mountainous 
landscape was a key inspiration for Konieczny’s Ark,  
a new house in the hills of Brenna by Katowice-based 
irm KWK Promes. The tough, faceted concrete looks 
as if it has just landed on this grassy meadow, but its 
appearance belies a clever structural arrangement 
that treats the home like a bridge over the landscape, 
allowing rainwater to low harmlessly underneath. 
The bulk of the pitched-roof building, reminiscent of 
the region’s gabled barns, is raised high of the ground 
for security, with a drawbridge-style entranceway at 
one end. The boat-like feel is enhanced by sloping 
concrete walls that enclose the underloor storage 
area, creating spectacular, unencumbered views from 
within and making the house seem as if it’s launching 
itself from the hillside. An open-plan central living 
space is bookended by three bedrooms and a terrace.

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To hear Laetitia Casta tell it, 2016 took her 
outside her comfort zone. ‘It was a year of 
going where I really want to go, doing the 
things I really want to do; of making choices 
in a radical way. It felt so good to be liberated 
like that.’ Unicef France named the French 
actor-director a goodwill ambassador, while 
her directorial debut, En Moi – a short ilm 
starring Yvan Attal and Lara Stone, which 
she also co-wrote and co-produced – was 
shown at Cannes International Critics’ 
Week, which runs parallel to the festival.  
As the newly appointed creative director for 
Cointreau, meanwhile, Casta is overseeing 
the brand’s support of female artists through 
fresh initiatives and bursaries. When we 
catch up, she is in rehearsals for Scènes de la 
Vie Conjugale, a play based on a 1973 Ingmar 
Bergman ilm. Amidst all this, she is writing 
the screenplay for a feature-length ilm.

She describes judging the Wallpaper* 
Design Awards as inspiring: ‘[Judging] makes 
me curious and aware about something  
I didn’t know.’ When asked why she selected 
Odette in Singapore as Best New Restaurant, 
she replies that it appeared familiar, timeless 
and ‘delicate’. ‘Here, we could be anywhere, 
even space,’ she says. And her directorial 
learning curve might explain her vote for 
LG’s ‘PF1000U’ projector as Life-Enhancer  
of the Year. ‘I ind it ingenious regarding size, 
technology and function,’ she says. ‘Progress 
in this ield never ceases and I’m in wonder 
at the evolution of machines.’

Lisbon seduced her more than the other 
shortlisted cities, so much that she believes 
she could live there. ‘I love the idea of this 
old city with its mix of architecture,’ she says. 
‘A city like Lisbon attracts creative [people] 
who make it seem like anything is possible.’

Now more than ever, Casta says, people 
must exercise their impulse to create. ‘With 
all the situations in the world, creation is  
the only thing you cannot stop. It’s very 
encouraging to have that kind of beauty in 
life. It’s really important.’ ∂ Amy Verner

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Ronan and Erwan Bouroullec seem to be 
going in separate directions – at least 
conversationally. Ronan is calling himself an 
‘old designer’ with an urge to create faster 
and faster, while Erwan, ive years his junior, 
is expressing a counter desire to slow down 
and consider the true identity of a material. 

As a counterpoint to this introspection, 
we shift to the brothers’ impressions of this 
year’s standout designs. Jasper Morrison, 
they both agree, was a ‘no-brainer’ for 
Designer of the Year. ‘Many of the things  
I do now have a route back to his work,’ says 
Erwan. ‘He’s really looking at a lot of the 
world. He’s not a creator; he’s more.’ 

The choice of Naoshima Hall for Best 
New Public Building, Ronan says, was down 
to their respect for Japanese architecture 
today. ‘They’ve got their own way of playing 
with light, thickness, material. This project 
seems linked to this high level of quality.’

Astell & Kern’s ‘AK70’ music player won 
their vote in the Domestic Design category 
for its perceived longevity, while the brothers 
have sharp-eyed observations on the fashion 
collections. Ronan on Raf Simons: ‘His way 
of working with colour is extremely precise; 
he has a particular palette, which I like a lot, 
even if it’s not mine. I also recognise the 
geometry of the clothes. He plays with 
angles in a sensual way.’ ∂ Amy Verner

In 2014 Ramdane Touhami reimagined a 
redundant Paris perfumery as Buly 1803,  
with his wife, Victoire de Taillac. Ever the 
gypsy (his words, not mine), the French-
Moroccan designer has now pitched his tent  
in Tokyo, preparing for the opening of Japan’s 
irst Buly 1803 shop. Judging by his early 
sketches of the interior for the new store in 
swanky Daikanyama, it’s a modern/classic 
hybrid that, like the spaces in Paris, London, 
Seoul and Taipei, is sure to awe. Two more 
Tokyo stores are planned to open in Ginza  
and Roppongi later this year.

Many of the beauty brand’s accessories  
are made in Japan and I ask what he thinks  
of the quality of the country’s manufacturing. 
‘It’s great. But, to tell you the truth, it’s a lot  
of work too,’ he says. 

It’s not the irst time Touhami has lived or 
worked here. From 2000 he was employed at 
Japanese fashion company Sazaby, thinking up 
new concepts and ideas, but after only a year 
he tired of corporate Japan and moved back to 
Paris. ‘I missed Japan though,’ he says. ‘I started 
to come back, but then I was lying in and out 
about eight times [a year] and thought it 
might be time to move here with my family.’

After being shortlisted in the 2015 
Wallpaper* Design Awards (W*191), Touhami 
was pleased to take part as a judge this time 
around. He voted for the ‘Supersonic’ 
hairdryer by Dyson as Best New Grooming 
Product, explaining: ‘I bought the hairdryer 
for my daughter even before my test sample 
arrived. I simply love the way it’s designed  
and how it works.’ When I ask if he uses it 
himself, he laughs and pulls of his hat to  
show me his 3mm crew cut.

 His vote for Naoshima Hall as Best  
New Public Building was out of pure love  
for the architecture and the island itself.  
‘I simply love the fact that such a beautiful 
building has been built in such an inaccessible 
place. How come this small village has  
this kind of amazing building?’ he says. The 
attention to detail and the quality of the 
craftsmanship that has gone into the building 
is another reason: ‘If you look at every detail, 
every shape of the door, everything, it’s just 
perfectly done.’ ∂ Jens H Jensen

Spread across three islands in the Seto 
Inland Sea, the Benesse Art Site Naoshima 

has evolved into one of Japan’s most 
cohesive architectural commissions. Even 
the community architecture is upping its 

game. Joining structures by the likes of 
Tadao Ando and SANAA is Hiroshi 

Sambuichi’s subtly grand Naoshima Hall. 
His 1,000 sq m structure uses an eco-friendly 
variation of the traditional irimoya hip-and-

gable roof to control airlow, while a 300 
sq m community centre is cooled by water 

pumped through the roof. The spaces were 
built from materials such as hinoki cypress 

and handmade washi paper, with quality 
carpentry, traditional shikkui plastering, 

earthen walls and stamped loors. The end 
result is calming and serene.
